The yearend accounts are now available for inspection; overall spending has increased by £4040 compared to last year.
The increased spending comprises of £6200 for the hall car park, last year only £2293 was used to fund the hall, resulting in an increase spend of £3907 for the village hall.
      General Administration costs have decreased by £362, last year a computer was
      purchased, however that was financed by a grant.
      General donations decreased by £200, last year£200 was donated to the Daw Mill

      appeal. 
      The Garden Contract has again remained low at £225; thanks are due to Cllr R
      Fetherston-Dilke.
      The Church yard maintenance donation of £870 has remained the same. 

      The funds available stand at £957 as at 31st March 2018, so reserves have

      decreased by £3968 compared to last year.

      The website is now in the public domain, all relevant documents such as Agendas,

      Minutes and Financial information have been posted as required by law.
