        This gives little time to organise services cover whilst there is an interregnum,

        which could be as long as a year, the PCC along with Coleshill have this in hand.

        It is acknowledged that Coleshill & Maxstoke is an important job with the two

        parishes steadily growing. The PCC are discussing a leaving present for Nick.

        Sue Lappin, Church Warden and a stalwart Maxstoke Church supporter has
        retired with immediate effect and will be sorely missed as a fund raiser, helping
        with setting up church services and numerous other church affairs.

        There is still a vacancy for a church warden.

        The church has benefited from some replacement guttering in the last month.
13.   AOB.
        (a) Following posting the notice of a vacancy for a councillor as required by 
        NWBC, a Bye Election was not called by ten electors, the councillor vacancy

        was then advertised. Pauline Hoskin was approached and expressed interest then

        attended the meeting on 28th October 2020 and agreed to offer herself as a 

        nominee candidate for co-option. Councillor R Fetherston-Dilke proposed that
        Pauline Hoskin is co-opted onto the council, councillor C Page seconded the
        proposal and the council all agreed. Pauline Hoskin signed the Declaration of 
        Office and is now a member of the council. 
        (b) Cllr R Fetherston-Dilke announced that she and Mr M Fetherston-Dilke will
        be moving away from Maxstoke in the near future, but not fully disappearing.
        Michael as lay vice chairman of the PCC will assist with the ongoing selection of

        a new vicar.

        Cllr R Fetherston-Dilke stated that as a consequence she will officially retire

        from the council at the next meeting resulting in a vacancy for a councillor as

        from May 2021.
